Lakoff – Language and Woman’s Place – 
Lakoff argued that women’s language can be distinguished from men’s by the inclusion of ten basic structures:

    Hedges: "sort of," "kind of," "it seems like"
    Empty adjectives: divine, adorable, gorgeous, etc.
    Hyperpoliteness: "Would you mind…" "…if it’s not too much to ask" "Is it o.k if…?"
    Frequent apologies, often as introductions to statements: "I'm sorry, but I think that…"
    Less frequent speech
    Avoidance of coarse language or expletives/curses
    Tag questions: "You don't mind eating this, do you    
    Hyper-correct grammar and pronunciation
    Indirect requests: "Would you like to stop for an ice cream?" 
    Greater range of tonal variation for emphasis 

Underlying all of these is the 'Politeness Principle', in which she devised three maxims that are usually followed in interaction. These are: 

    Don't impose, 
    Give the receiver options and 
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She stated that these are paramount in good “feminine” interaction.
