STANDARD CLASSICAL SECTIONS OF A SPEECH WITH THEIR FUNCTIONS
[in brackets:  parts often but not always added]
Prologue:  make the audience well-disposed, attentive, and receptive
Narration:  account of what [allegedly] happened:  must be brief, clear, and plausible
[Division:  announcement of the points the rhetor is going to treat, often combined with a statement of the proposition the rhetoric is going to defend]
Argumentation:  usually treated as consisting of two separate parts:  1) proof of one’s own points; 2) refutation of the opponent’s argument
[Digression:  regularly recommended for this place in a speech]
[bookmark: _GoBack]Epilogue:  often with two elements:  1) summarizing the previous material and 2) arousing the emotions of the audience
