In war, people who don’t know the difference between a horse and a donkey shouldn’t be buying one. 
To say that a horse is the same as a donkey is ridiculous. 
A person who knows the difference between a horse and a donkey will buy a horse. 
A horse and a donkey are different. 
For war, a horse is better than a donkey. 
Good and bad are fundamentally different.
To say that fundamentally different things are the same is ridiculous.
Good is better than evil. 
To say that evil is the same as good is ridiculous.
Good is just. 
Choosing good makes one speak justly.

A person knows the difference between good and evil will speak justly. 
Rhetors who don’t know good from bad cannot speak justly.
